In response to your request for a leave of absence due to a disability resulting from your pregnancy, childbirth, or related medical condition, as well as parental leave to care for your newborn child, we are providing you with information pertaining to the University’s Family and Medical Leave (FML) policy. This is to inform you that you are eligible for FML, but you have already exhausted your FML entitlement for this calendar year.
